Rules and Policies for the use of the Newport Beachdarbor Justice Center

We are extremely excited and looking forward to hostajlbthis year in Newport Beach. There
are a few items that each team needs to be awaiéhefOrange County Court’s have been
gracious to let us use their facility. Our continued ahibt use this facility depends on staying
in the good graces of all courthouse personnel, incluttiegamerous judges whose permission
we must get in order to hold this event.

Courthouse:

All individuals will not be allowed in to venture throughy room other than the courtrooms and

tabulations room. This means that no one will bevadld through secure locked doors or in the

back hallways of the courthouse. Strict penaltieshelenforced if you fail to follow these

rules.
Security The OC Sheriff's Department will be performing airplié screening for weapons
before entry into the Harbor Justice Center. To @kpehe time spent waiting to enter the
courthouse please refrain from bringing excess backpagkepls, unnecessary jewelry, etc.
Also make sure that you arrive in a timely manner taienthat your entire team makes it to
your round on time.

CamerasWe have received permission from the courthouse toameras. However, they
may only be used inside the courtrooms themselves. Camasasot be used in the
hallways. This includes camera phones, cameras, and caseeras.

Food Will not be permitted inside the courthouse and mustbeneoutside. Only bottled
drinks or drinks with lids on them will be permitted ohsithe courthouse.

Courtrooms:
When the last person leaves a courtroom after the rolme should be nothing to indicate that
anyone was ever there. In particular:

The only thing that may be eaten or drunk inside a courtrieglain bottled water
Prohibited items include, but are not limited to, coffeergy drinks, and sodas.

Participants must not move anything except the chairsuatsel table and the bench.
Participants must not move or touch podiums, computesther electronic equipment
(including microphonés papers or other documents that may be in the courtrmoeasels
or exhibits. This rule applies regardlefsavhether any such items are in the way or will
make the round more uncomfortable or difficult for thenpetitors and regardles$
anything a volunteer “judge” may say or do to the contridgny questions arise,
participants must consult the Tournament Director.

The chairs at counsel table must be reset precselljey were before a team exits the
courtroom.

Strict adherence to all rules and policies set fortiigymemo is essential. Things that may seem
small to us—such as a failure to return all chairs at ®eluable to their original positions before
leaving the courtroom—are rarely viewed that way by the peophb work in these courtrooms
and will arrive on Monday with the expectation thahgjs will be_exactlas they left them on
Friday. And, at the end of the day, their opinions aeeothly ones that matter in terms of our
ability to use the courthouse.
