The bid allocations were made using the new Projected Postseason Performance (PPP) method as fully explained in the AMTA Rulebook (available on the AMTA website). The PPP system assigns credit based on the performance of prior year’s National Tournament competitors.  When a program is split between multiple regionals, the Regional Tournaments Committee determines which region gets a team’s PPP credit.  This is one reason that it is important that programs follow the designated assignments for their A and B teams.
