Provisional Bid Status Report  (Updated February 20, 2008, 1:50 PM)

When a program competes in multiple regionals, it typically can earn only “provisional bids” until all of its teams are done competing.  This is due to the postseason two team per program cap.  AMTA Rule 6.8 determines which provisional bids becomes “live” and which revert back to the region where they were earned.

This memorandum is designed to address common questions that have been directed to the Tabulation Director.  Please note that this reflects the Tabulation Director’s current understanding of the situation and is not a guarantee.  Any errors or omissions that are reported before bids are officially awarded will be corrected.  Errors or omissions should be directed to David Nelmark at MockMaster@aol.com.   Please review the procedures in Rule 6.8 before coming to the conclusion that something is amiss.  Note that the presence of an “A” or “B” team in a region does not impact which provisional bids become live unless that team carries PPP credit.
